KEY PRIORITIES FOR THIS YEAR 
Every year the school senior leadership team, in partnership with the Executive leadership team 
of the Trust, work together to formulate a school development plan that focuses the school 
priorities for the year ahead.

To strengthen the strategic role of subject leaders in driving curriculum intent, implementation, 
and impact. 
To strengthen assessment for learning to accurately identify next steps and accelerate progress in 
EYFS. 
To improve standards of reading and writing in EYFS. 
To build and establish a KS2 nurture cabin.

RECEPTION ADMISSIONS FOR ACADEMIC YEAR STARTING IN SEPTEMBER 2026 
As you may be aware, the primary school (Reception) admission round opened on Monday 10 
November 2025, for parents of children to apply for a Reception school place for the academic 
year that starts in September 2026. 
The statutory national closing date for applications is 15 January 2026. 
Applications can be made online via www.essex.gov.uk/admissions. 99% of parents in Essex 
applied online last year. 
All of the application information is available on the website above.  
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Even if a parent already has a sibling at the school, they need to apply if they have a child due to 
start Reception next September. 
The website www.essex.gov.uk/admissions also has a copy of the Primary Education in Essex 
2026-27 booklet and the Schools Admissions Policies Directories contain details of all admission 
policies.  
 
UNIFORM CONSULTATION 
Governors met on Monday 24th November for our Autumn meeting where we discussed, amongst 
many other things, the uniform consultation feedback. We received responses from parents from 
all year groups and the response was overwhelmingly in favour of the new uniform. I will be 
putting together a letter to explain what will happen going forwards.

Just a reminder that dojos and phone calls to parents from and to class teachers can only happen 
when the teacher is NOT TEACHING.
